


The spirit of the 2011 Kenya Airways East 
African Safari Classic Rally is one of adventure 
and camaraderie in tough African terrain. 
All driving will be done during daylight hours 

with overnight stops at the best hotels and lodges 
around the route. A mid-rally rest day will be in the 
famous Amboseli Game Reserve, where crews 

can have game drives and spectacular views of 
Mount Kilimanjaro.

The East African Safari Rally has extensive worldwide 
press coverage and produces a 52 minute 

TV programme which is shown around 
the world. Famous rally photographer 

Reinhard Klein and his team will be 
taking photographs which will 

be available for publications 
throughout the world free of 
charge via our website. 

The events website is updated 
regularly and regulations and 
how to enter are on www.

Servicing on the rally car 
can only be done at 
designated points on the 
liaison sections using only 

3 mechanics with one service 
car and one management 
car. At the end of each day 
there will be 2 hours service 
time allowed in the evening. 

Rally cars used in the event 
have to be manufactured 
before 31st December 1975 in 
the following classes:

Class 1 - Up to 1600cc
Class 2 - From 1601cc to 		
                2000cc 
Class 3 - From 2001cc to          		
	   3000cc
Class 4 - Over 4000cc

The car must be prepared as per 
the period specifications with the 
modifications as allowed in the 
regulations. Any form of Turbo-
charged, Supercharged, SUV or 
Commercial vehicles are not eli-
gible. The suspension general lay-
out and mounting position must 
be as the original car. Shock ab-
sorbers and springs are free and 
do not have to be as per period 
specification, but must mount 
into the original mountings. 

Other preparation details are in 
the event regulations.Tyres must 
be “rally tyres” as produced for 
competition and the maximum 
number of tyres 
per competitor 
is limited to 36.

The rally is run over eight 
full days of intense driving 
competition starting from 
Mombasa on the Kenya 

Coast and covers approxi-
mately 4,300 Km of which 1,900 
km will be competitive stages.  

The route will go through many 
of the famous classic rally sec-
tions of the past Safari Rallies. 

After four days of gruelling com-
petition two of which will run in 
Tanzania there will be a rest day 
and competitors are allowed 
repair their cars on this day. 
Then after another gruelling 
four days the event will even-
tually finish at Bamburi Beach 
in the Sarova Whitesands Hotel 
near Mombasa.

There are no night stag-
es and the distance cov-
ered each day varies from 
450–700 km in total depend-
ing on the types of terrain.  
 
The competitive sections of 
the Rally will be timed to the 
second and liaison sections to 
the whole minute.

No reconnaissance is allowed 
and all drivers will use the same 
road book from the organisation.

Special Safari rules state that 
you can miss a section or even 
an entire day (maximum of 4 
days) if you need to.  The pen-
alties for missing are high, but 
you are still in the event and 
will be classified as a finisher.  
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For spectators and family members 
who wish to get involved in the 
action of the East African Safari 
Classic Rally, the Organisers have
